PARKING REMINDERS

 The front drive way is for 

quick three (3) minute drop offs 

and pickups, especially during

 When parking in the front 

drive way please, pull all the 

way forward and to one side. 

This will allow for cars to pass as 

needed.  

 If you want to stay and play 

with your child, please park in 

the front 20 minute parking on 

the street or in the back parking 

lot. 

 When parking in the back 

or front, please do not block 

the large white gate to the 

parking lot or block the drive 

way itself.  

 One last reminder, street 

sweeping is on Thursday 

mornings, so do not park on the 

street in the morning hours. To 

assist with lack of parking, we 

are bringing back quick-drop 

off from 8:45am-9am. (See
