To make the transition smoother for
your child, please avoid dropping them off during the
9:00am transition time. Arriving a little earlier will help
ensure that teachers can greet and settle your child
in.

If your child is going to arrive after 92:30am, please
notify the office beforehand, so we caninclude them
in our daily lunch count.
